Sir, 1 have got admitted in a college
affiliated to the West Bengal State
University (WBSU), Barasat for B. A.
general degree. By which year I have to
complete my course?

By five years, that is, within the year 2021.
This applies for B. A./ B. Sc./ B. Com./
General/ Honors - all courses.

Sir, I am in B. Sc. General. I will appear
in Part I in 2017. What are the
requirements that I need to fulfill?

: (a) On getting admission in a college, you will

attend classes. The University will assign you
a Registration Number. The Certificate having
registration number is called Registration
Certificate. You will require this Certificate all
through the course. In examination scripts you
have to write your registration number. When
you get the registration certificate please
check whether your name has been correctly
printed and your photograph has been rightly
affixed. Please check all other entries and be
satisfied.

You have to fill in the Examination Form to be
supplied by the University before the
examination. Please keep contact with college
office. Please check the University website
frequently for notices. Please check
newspapers for insertions. The University
informs students of a variety of information
through such means. Filling in examination

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forms has to be completed within due dates. If
you do not fill in examination forms within due
dates, you will not get Admit Card. Without

Admit Card, you cannot sit for the |

examination. Never tamper with the Admit

- Card. Never allow anyone to tdmper with
Admit Card. If subject combinations or name,

etc., in the Admit Cards ate incorrect because
of error at the end of the University,
immediately contact the University and get a
correct Admit Card.

For any course, B. A./ B. Sc./ B. Com. /
General/  Honors, your percentage of
attendance in classes held in colleges must be
above 75%. This means if the total number of
classes held in a college is 400, you must
attend at least 300 classes. Otherwise, you
cannot appear in the University examination.

Your Principal will not forward your form to
the University. If your class attendance

percentage is, say, 70%, the University

may ask you to pay fine to the extent of
Rs. 2000/-. Please attend classes, therefore,

regularly in colleges and check your

percentage of attendance from time to time.

Sir, In Part 1 General, I have passed
in one paper. Am | ellglble to appear in
Part I1?

. Look. in Part I, there are three subjects other -

than ENVS and each subject consists of one
paper having 100 marks. So, three papers
mean three subjects. If you pass in one paper,
you have passed in one subject. Right? So
you can appear in Part II because you have
passed in one subject in Part I which is the
minimum requirement for appearing in Part II.

Sir, suppose I sat in Part I secong time
and cleared two papers/ subjects. Will ]
be eligible to appear in Part I third- time?
Yes, you can appear in Part I third time. There
is no bar. But you have to "complete your
course within five years from the year of
registration. If you get admitted in college in
2016, you have to camplete your B. A. or B.
Sc. or B. Com. (General or Honors) by the
year 2021.

Sir, Please explain the pass/ fail issue of
Part II General examination.

In Part II General, there are three subjects;
each subject has generally two_papers and
each paper has 100 marks. So, one subject
means two papers of 200 marks or sometimes
three papers having 100 marks theoretical, 50
marks theoretical and 50 marks practical. For
going from Part II to Part I1I, you will have to
pass in one subject at least. That is, you will
have to score 30 + 30 = 60 marks minimum

marks? Your pass marks will be kept in your
credit for five years from the year of’
registration (if your year of registration is
2016, your pass marks will be kept in your
credit up to 2021).

Sir, suppose in a particular subject of 200
marks (100 theoretical + 50 theoretical +
50 practical), I got, respectively, 27 out of
100, 25 out of 50 and 26 out of 50.

: 27 out of 100 means you have failed in that

paper. 25 out 50 means you have passed in
that paper. 26 out of 50 practical, means you
have passed in practical paper also. Your pass
marks will be kept in your credit for five years
from the year of registration. You will have to
appear again to pass in the paper where your
score has been 27 out of 100. You have to
score @ minimum of 30 marks out of 100
there.

years. His/ her case will be considered by the
Executive Council and if the Executive Council
feels that the case is genuine, permission to the
candidate may be given. In that case, he/ she
will have to appear as a Private Candidate
and his/ her name cannot be considered for
ranking. Only under  exceptional
circumstances, this has to be done. The rule
cannot be applied generally. The matter has to
be dealt with by the Executive Council on
case-to-case basis.

Sir, When does a student get Grace
Mark?

: In Part 1 or Part II or Part III, when a

candidate fails for just one mark, a grace mark
of ONE may be granted. When a student
misses First Class in Honors for just one
mark, a grace mark of one may be granted.

Sir, What is the difference between
Review and Special Review?

: First of all, see the University website for

rules/ norms on Review and Special Review
and also for self-inspection of scripts and
getting information under the Right to
Information Act immediately after publication
of results. You have to apply within a certain
date. If you miss the date, there will be no
possibility of review/ special review/ self-
inspection/ information under R. T. I.

After the announcement of results, if a student
is not satisfied with marks, he/ she may
request the University through the Principal/
Teacher -in -charge/ Officer -in- charge of the
College for review. Review of his/ her scripts

-will be done and results will be published.

In Special Review, the Principal, by writing a

letter to the University, will request the
‘University to examine papers. Special Review

will be required when it is found that a
genuinely good student has fared badly in one
or two papers and the Principal feels that
justice has not been done to the student.
Special Review is quick and its charges are
higher. Moreover, in special review, the
student will be shown his/ her script upon
special review.

Sir, Do marks increase in Self-inspection
of script?

: No, there is no possibility of enhancement of

marks in self-inspection. Many students, after

getting results. feel the University has lost their
scripts and they have got average marks and
thus injustice by the University has been done
to them. To remove this feeling from the minds

of the students, self-inspection of scripts has
been introduced. In self-inspection, a student, ¢
by seeing his/ her script will be convinced that:

his/ her paper was kept secure in the custody
of the University.

Sir, Tell us about R. T. L.

R. T. I. means Right to Information. Under this
Act, a student has right to get information from
the University. A student can get a Xerox copy
of his/ her answer-script under the R. T. L
provision within six months from the date of
publication of the results. A student has to
apply within 21 days from the date of
publication of results for the information of
scripts he/ she wants. Marks cannot be
increased through R. T. L.

Sir, Can a student meet the Vice-
Chancellor?

¢ Of course. The Vice-Chancellor is ultimately

for the welfare of the students. However, the
Vice-Chancellor has a very large number of
jobs at hand. So it is advised that students
interested to meet the Vice-Chancellor should
fix up an appointment with his office in
advance.
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18. Question: Sir, from time to time we hear about

forged or fake mark-sheets or
certificates. Kindly enlighten us about
those issues.

: Yes, it is a problem. There are unscrupulous

and dishonest people everywhere. They
deceive students. It happens in every
university more or less. So, remain careful. Do
not fall into traps. If someone wants to sell
mark-sheet, avoid him/ her,. If someone says
he can increase marks or change "fail" marks
to "pass" marks in lieu of money, please avoid
him. Remember that the University maintains
its own record and forged mark-sheet will
never match with actual record maintained by
the University.

Remember one more thing. Al employers
send mark-sheets and certificates of
employees to the University for their
verification. If a student gets a job using
forged mark-sheet and his employer sends the
same to the University for verification, actual
marks of the student will be revealed
immediately. The University will send to the
employer a certificate accordingly. The student
will then lose his job, and not only job but also
his social prestige. The law and order
authority will act against him. This is a very

- dangerous situation. So, never fall into this

trap of buying mark-sheet and certificate.

Another thing is: never pay any money to
anyone without proper receipt. This is
applicable for both colleges and also the
University. If anyone asks for money, avoid

him. If the University needs fees, there must -

be receipts against them. If a college requires
fees, the college office will give receipt. The
receipt must have signature of an officer/ a
dealing assistant and also the college/
university seal. If there is no seal or signature,
the receipt will not have any validity. Remain
always careful and vigilant, therefore.

Sir, What is the difference between a
regular candidate and a casual candidate?

: A regular candidate is he/ she who completes

the course without any failure in three years. A
casual candidate is he/ she who could not pass
in a few papers in the year he/ she was
supposed to pass and has to repeat some
papers/ subjects. When he/ she appears in the
examination in Part [ in subjects he could not
pass in the previously-held Part I examination,
he/ she repeats as a Casual candidate.
Moreover, a Part I candidate cepeating in the
next year some papers due to failure in the
previous year, will appear in Part [ as a Casual
candidate, but he may appear in Part II as a
Regular candidate in the same year.

Sir, Could there be any other situation
that is not described here?

: Yes, there may be very special problems. To

solve them, matters are referred to the
Executive Council which is the highest Policy
Making Body of the University. This body
considers difficult cases and provides
solutions. The Executive Council and the
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Court are two most important authorities of
the University. And at the top, there is
Honorable Governor of West Bengal who is
the Honorable Chancellor of the University. A
Vice-Chancellor has to keep the office of the
Honorable Chancellor informed of his work
and decisions. .
